Here are the present simple conjugations for SER.

Subject Pronoun SER TRANSLATION
yo soy Iam
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tu eres you are (informal)
usted es you are (formal)
él/ella es he/she is
nosotros/nosotras |somos |we are
ellos/ellas/ustedes |son they/you are

Here are the present simple conjugations for ESTAR.

Subject Pronoun ESTAR TRANSLATION

yo estoy Iam

tu estas you are (informal)
usted esta you are (formal)
él/ella esta he/she is
nosotros/nosotras |estamos |we are
ellos/ellas/ustedes |estan they/you are

A simple overview for remembering the difference
between these two verbs:

Use ser for permanent situations, such as who you are, where
you are from, family relationships, what something is made of.
Exceptions: Professions and time of day, though these could (or
will) change, are considered permanent for the time being, and
also use the verb “ser”

Use estar for temporary situations, such as emotions, locations,
conditions. Exceptions: The location of a permanently placed
building also uses the verb “estar.” Being dead is also considered
a temporary condition and also uses the verb “estar.”
